Finally, step aboard the
charming mini-train or on a walking tour depending on the season to uncover the secrets of the Old Town's picturesque streets with your
expert guide. Pass through the bank discrit, admire the soaring St. Peter’s Cathedral, Wander through the lively Place du Bourg-de-Four,
discover the fascinating Maison Tavel—the city’s oldest house turned museum, snap a picture of the Reformation Wall in Parc des
Bastions, a tribute to Geneva's rich history and finish in the elegant shopping streets of Geneva.
